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Abstract

How to meet today’s security challenges and maintain the peace and security? China opposes the unilateralism and the using of force in Iraq. When it comes to the alternatives for the unilateralism, however, its position is not very clear. Many Chinese are in favor of a multi-polarity world, but the key “poles” have shown little interest in such a world order. I argue an effective alternative would be global governance based on some elements of “the European experiment”. My presentation will include the following three parts: 1) China’s perception of the present security threat and its position regarding law and force in international relations. I will indicate that the official position of China regarding the principle of self defence and United Nations’ Charter on the use of force is firm and it thinks every country should stick to this principle. 2) What we should learn and what we shouldn’t learn from the European experience in resolving security issues. The question of humanitarian intervention will be discussed in this context. My main argument will be that economic integration and political cooperation have proven to be effective measures to establish and maintain peace and security in Europe since the end of the Second World War. 3) The meaning of global governance and international security.
